Status Update – State Budget Negotiations – Rachel Green reviewed the present status of the negotiations and the impending state shutdown.

A.  Transition funding – This funding is unspent funds that can be spent through          September 30, 2011.  They will mainly be used in the PH County Agencies.

County Updates:

A.  Anita:  Inter-County Nursing Service will continue business as usual using

      reserves.  Some programs will be lessened.  SHIP program will end.  Staff will 

      take days off without pay when necessary.   Home care is her biggest 

     concern.  Blue Cross and UCare will be processing claims unless DHS says

     they can’t.
B.  Gail:  North Valley Health Center Board has agreed to pick up salary costs for

two weeks.  Staff will be allowed to work half time to spread hours out over four weeks.  


C.  Cindy:  Kittson Memorial Public Health – Cindy works with home health and 
                  assisted living so  can devote more of her time to those programs.  Staff can 
                  shift to other areas when not doing public health work.  Public health items                        will be handled as needed.  
D.  Julie:  LifeCare Public Health - Mark Foldesi reported that Julie Pahlen made         two proposals to the Roseau County Board regarding funding that would be 

      required during a State shutdown:  #1, staff doing public health duties at the 

      present level which would cost $20,000 + per month and #2, doing public 

      health at a temporary reduced hours rate which would cost $10,000+.  Julie 

      recommended considering option 2.  The county board will probably have to 

      subsidize the continuing services.  The Board consensus was that option 2 was 

      the plan to proceed with.  No formal vote was taken. 

6.  WIC 

A.  Critical Service Plan – It is not known if WIC will be on the critical services list       or if Convansys will be available so that vouchers can be processed.  

      Discussion
B.  Quin Staffing – Neil Peterson moved to fund the Administrator position at
     the current level of 32 hours per week and Administrative Assistant  
     position at 40 hours per week providing WIC is listed as a critical service 
     and is funded by MDH.  Other WIC staff will be funded as provided by 
     WIC funds.  This will continue for the month of July at which time it will 
     be re-evaluated.  Ron Weiss seconded.  Motion carried.
